In VMC, Hang gliding can take place at various coastal sites up to 500ft QNH ATC will notify all pilots of 
possible conflictions. 

HELICOPTER 
OPERATIONS  

Arrivals and departures ONLY from the MAIN RUNWAY, as instructed by ATC. 
Light helicopters (under 1400Kg) may be parked on the grass West of the Aeroclub buildings. All other 
Helicopters will park on the Beauport aviation Apron (South of J3).  
ALL Helicopters requiring JET A-1 must park on the Beauport apron. 
Arriving Helio pilots should advise ATC of required parking position on first contact. 

SPECIAL 
RULES 

All Aircrew and passengers are subject to security checks. VFR Groups (>4) park on Eastern Apron. 
VFR A/C will normally park at the Aeroclub Grass Parking, if available. All admin facilities are provided. 
On initial call for start-up(to Gnd/Twr) pilots should say A/C location and callsign. 
Training A/C (circuits) NOTE: Submission of a flight plan does not guarantee Circuit training.  
ATC will permit Circuit Training only if traffic levels allow.
